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EU Common Foreign and Security Policy

• Introduced by the Maastricht Treaty in 1993;

•Headed by High Representative for CFSP Ms F. 
Mogherini; 

•Objectives: to safeguard EU’s interests and values; 
to strengthen the EU’s security; to promote peace, 
RoL and fundamental freedoms;

•Bodies: 1) Foreign Affairs Council; European 
Defence Agency.
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European Security Strategy of 2003

• “Europe has never been so prosperous, so secure nor so free”;

• Key threats for the EU Member States:
• Terrorism;

• Proliferation of weapons of mass distraction;

• Regional conflicts (Kashmir, Korean Peninsula);

• State failure (bad governance, corruption, abuse of power, weak institutions 
and lack of accountability);

• Organised crime; 

• Solutions:(building security in the Neighbourhood, an international order 
based on effective multilateralism);
• More active in pursuing EU’s strategic objectives;

• More capable to prevent and reduce threats;

• More coherent CFSP;

• More working with partners (US, NATO). 
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A Global Strategy for the EU’s Foreign and Security 
Policy 2016

•Priorities of the EU’s external action:
•1) Security of the EU; 
•2) State and societal resilience to our East and 

South;
•3) An integrated approach to conflicts; 
•4) cooperative regional orders and global 

governance (global order based on international 
law, values, HR).
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Priorities of the EU’s external action:

• EU’s security at home;

• Security and defence (counter-terrorism, cyber security, energy 
security, strategic communications (public diplomacy), state and 
societal resilience in the South and the East (ENP),  enlargement 
policy;

• Effective migration policy;

• An integrated approach to conflicts and crises (prevention, 
resolution and stabilisation);

• Pre-emptive peace (peacebuilding and diplomacy);

• Conflict settlement (inclusive governance, mediation and 
facilitation); 
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Priorities of the EU’s external action:

• Political economy of peace (support for public health, education, basic 
goods and legitimate employment);

• Cooperative regional orders (support for regional organisations and 
inter-regional cooperation);

• European Security Order (sovereignty, independence and territorial 
integrity of states);

• Closer Atlantic, a connected Asia, a cooperative Arctic; 

• Global governance in 21st century (the EU is committed to a global 
order based on international law, including the principles of the UN 
Charter);
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Principles of the EU’s external action

• “Principled pragmatism will guide our external action in the years 
ahead”;

• Unity – “across institutions, states and people”;

• Engagement – “the EU will participate fully in the global marketplace 
and co-shape the rules that govern it”;

• Responsibility– “the EU will act promptly ;

• Partnership– “responsibility must be shared and requires investing 
in our partners…Co-responsibility will be our guiding principle in 
advancing a rules-based global order”;
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
